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Founded in 1895 as the New York Zoological Society, the Wildlife
Conservation Society (WCS) is one of the largest and most accomplished
international conservation organizations in the world. WCS has worked from
our New York based headquarters to save wildlife and wild lands throughout
the world. Today WCS is at work in 64 nations across Africa, Asia, Latin
America and North America, protecting wild landscapes that are home to a
vast variety of species from butterflies to tigers. WCS China Program focus on
ungulates in Pamirs and Qinghai-Tibet Plateau, the Amur tiger in northeast
China transboundary area, the Chinese alligator and giant soft-shelled turtle in
middle and lower reaches of the Yangtze River, and the education to reduce
wildlife consumption in South China.
